Waldo Glover collected
many of the Groton family histories
when he was writing the Groton History,
These records are on file at the Peter
Paul House, home of the Groton Histori-
cal Society. Other names have been
added from the vital records reported in
the Groten Town Reports, but they are
not alt connected to the correct families.
Other family histories have been submit-
ted in the last few years.

All the family records are bemng en-
tered into computer files for easy access
and linking to other family members.
More than 30,000 names are in the files
al this time They include Groton fami-
lies and their ancestors and descendants.

An index of the namnes in our
records is on display at the Peter Paul
House. Be sure to check and see if vour
name is included.
